What are the aims of the course?

· To encourage people to use computers by means of an interesting / engaging activity

· To use digital photography as a means of engaging people to use computers
· To increase the numbers of older / disadvantaged people attending Neighbourhood Learning Centres

· To increase the numbers of older / disadvantaged people using computers both for learning but also as a means of ‘keeping in touch’ with the wider community

· Assist people to gain new skills, improve their coping skills, improve confidence and self esteem
· Foster an environment of shared learning and support within the groups of learners that may continue once the sessions have finished

· To enable learners to become more self sufficient when using computers

	What are the learning objectives of the course and how will you negotiate these with learners?

The aims of the course have been translated into a six week programme.  The activities that each individual will undertake during the programme will depend on their current abilities and needs as identified in the initial assessment questionnaire.  We envisage that this is likely to be varied.
We intend to develop a learner booklet specifically for the project that will include individual learning aims / objectives / outcomes.  The Tutor will agree these with each person and assist them to achieve them through the programme



	How will your tutor feedback to learners on their progress and achievement?

This will be done informally to learners as they progress / achieve during the programme.  Week six will include a review of work produced and learners and Tutors will choose the best piece of work using set criteria for marking.


	How will you record and celebrate learners’ achievements? 

The Learner booklet will be used to record achievements.  Achievements will be celebrated during week six and we hope to be able to display learners’ photos etc in Newbury Library and other venues at the end of the project.


	How will you facilitate learners’ progression to further courses?
We will encourage learners to become frequent users of the Neighbourhood Learning Centres to develop the skills learnt on the course.  Some may feel sufficiently confident to use free computers in libraries.  Some may be interested in joining a photography club or taking an evening class.  Options will be discussed as part of the evaluation of the course and individuals will be supported to follow up their chosen activity.  This could include providing written information, making use of Outreach workers to help people to access activities etc.
